Bike Path Offer 8/22/11
The Rules:

· Every resident using the bike path is responsible for their own safety.  They agree that they will not hold any golfer or golf course employee responsible for any injury or damage.
· All residents will walk in the direction of play

· All residents will stay as far as possible behind the position of any golfer preparing to hit.

· No one will pass a golfer until they have finished hitting the ball and the resident is sure they can be beyond the range of any golfer before any golfer will hit again.

· Residents are restricted to walking only on the bike path and not any other paths or routes.

· Residents shall not leave any property or material on golf course property or adjoining resident’s property.

· Every person on the bike path must have a Bike Path Pass (BPP) visible at all times and must provide the number to golf course personnel upon request.

Enforcement:

· To obtain a BBP a resident must agree that they have read the rules and will follow those rules. 

· To obtain a BBP, a resident must sign a liability release.
· To obtain a BPP, a resident must sign an agreement to be subject to the Disciplinary Policy described below.

· A new BPP will be issued every year to those residents that have signed the above documents.

· Every BPP will have a unique number.

· The BPP color will change each year.

· The ROCC may institute a charge for the BPP to cover expenses.

· Any one on golf course property without a valid BPP will be dealt with as the Golf Course sees fit.

Disciplinary Policy:
· The ROCC will implement a policy to be applied to residents that do not follow the Rules.
· That policy will consist of a sequence of warning(s) followed by revocation of all bike path privileges, and/or a stepped fining system.

· Residents that do not pay fines that are imposed will be subject to the lien process just as for any other debt owed to Ransom Oaks.
